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1 Cochrane House
27 Cochrane Street
Type of Grant: Building Repair + Architectural Detail Status: On site

The project encompasses the repair of the roof, 
leadwork and timber louvred ridge ventilators of this 
important A listed church with its impressive interior 
ceiling plasterwork (hence the importance of a weather 
tight roof)  The owners of the property are co-ordinating 
the work with grant from the Merchant City Initiative.

.

2 Merchant Wynds
58 Ingram Street
Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: On site

Vacant Council owned shop unit being restored as a 
new Victorian themed restaurant. These works involve 
the removal of the subdivided glazing and slightly 
lowered fascia to reveal hidden architectural detail at 
the upper levels, repair of stone capitals and re-
instatement of original, high doorways set back behind 
panelled storm doors

.

3 The Court Bar
69 Hutcheson Street
Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: Completed

As part of works to upgrade the interior of their 
premises and to comply with legislation on disabled 
access, the proprietors carried out work to enhance the 
frontage of this long-established bar. Witth grant from 
the THI the run down frontage was removed and a new 
glazed concertina infill inserted along with removal of 
paint and repairs to the stone surround.

.
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4 Police Box
Wilson Street
Type of Grant: Architectural Detail Status: On site

The works currently on site encompass the repair of the 
re-inforced concrete structure of the box, replacement 
of damaged metal six pane windows, reglazing, 
restoration of the four ‘Police’ call box signs to the 
lintols, repair to working order the original lantern light, 
re-instate the original emergency call box plate and 
grille to former speaker phone and re-wiring of the box 
so as to illuminate the interior and the lantern.  On 
completion the box will appear as an authentic, 
restoration of an original Glasgow police box,  the last to 
be left in its original and traditional location above a 
public convenience, in the city.  The box will be returned 
to its original colour, a dark grey/blue, reminicent of the 
Dr. Who 'TARDIS', although the red colour it currently 
displays had in fact also been used in the city to unify 
the emergency services.

.

5 Merchant Square
Candleriggs/ Bell Street/ Albion Street
Type of Grant: Building Repair + Architectural Detail Status: Completed

This project involved extensive repair and cosmetic 
work to repair the decorative stonework to the exterior 
of the Merchant Square which was experiencing erosion 
and loss of detail. Merchant Square is one of the key, 
central building complexes at the heart of the Merchant 
City, which since starting life as the City Bazaar in 1855 
is now experiencing  significant re-investment as a hub 
for social, leisure and mixed commercial uses largely 
based on bar and restaurant use.  The interior has been 
considerably upgraded by the current long leaseholders 
Merchant City Properties Ltd.

.

6 Glasgow City Heritage Trust
54 Bell Street
Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: Completed

Glasgow City Heritage Trust convertion of a former 
vacant retail unit into their new offices and meeting 
rooms. These works involved an extensive interior fit out 
together with installation of a traditionally designed 
shopfront to Bell St and re-introduction of a long since 
blocked up entranceway to Tontine Lane to provide 
emergency and public access for seminars etc., This 
project was the first to introduce a new, open frontage 
to Tontine Lane increasing footfall and usage of this 
valuable secondary route.

.
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7 The Scottish Iranian Association
14 Albion Street
Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: On site

Project involves the reinstatement of the original 
shopfront to the base of this  'B' listed Tontine building. 
The works have encompassed the removal of the 
former unsympathetic 1970's bookmakers shopfront 
and insertion of a traditional style shopfront as part of 
the Iranian Scottish Society's development of a cultural 
centre and café for Glasgow's large Iranian community.T

.

8 ATM Discount
38 Trongate
Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: Proposed

Project involves the reinstatement of a new shopfront to 
the base of this 'B' listed Tontine building. The applicant 
and leasholder, ATM Discount, has traded from this 
address for over 20 years and is looking to consolidate 
his destination position and better showcase his eclectic 
range of products.

.

9 22 Trongate

Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: Proposed

Project involves the reinstatement of the original 
shopfront to base of B listed Tontine building. Applicants 
would be encouraged to develop individualistic but 
appropriately detailed designs for new frontages that 
responded to the traditionally high plate glass designs of 
the Edwardian building.  Similar projects elsewhere in 
the Initiative area have resulted in a growth in business 
confidence and the attraction of new, more sustainable 
businesses to these improved spaces.

.
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10 Tollbooth and Merchant Steeples
Glasgow Cross and Bridgegate
Type of Grant: Building Repair + Architectural Detail Status: Proposed

Project encompasses repairs to two iconic steeples in 
the Merchant City - the medieval Tollbooth and the 
Merchant Steeple. The works to Tollbooth will involve 
repairs to the 4 external elevations of this A listed 17th 
Century iconic Steeple alongside general repairs to 
fabric and improvements to the interpretation of the site. 
The Briggait Steeple which is enveloped by the soon to 
be completed new Briggait arts centre will involve the 
removal of paintwork and extensive stone repairs and 
lighting works.

.

11 Creation Studios
16 Trongate
Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: Completed

Creation Studios have recently completed the 
conversion of a long vacant shop unit to a recording 
studios (basement use) and a flexible café/ 
entertainment space.   As part of the condition of the 
lease they inserted a new shopfront based on a 
traditional Edwardian design with curved glass 
entranceway in place of the unsympathetic 1970's style 
shopfront. The project contributes to the regeneratin of 
the area as a location for cultural and creative 
enterprises.

.

12 Bell St Cleansing Depot
Bell Street/ Watson Street
Type of Grant: Building Repair + Architectural Detail Status: Proposed

Glasgow Opportunities are proposing the 
redevelopment of 4 storey former stables building set 
around a central cobbled courtyard as their new offices, 
a centre for new businesses plus a conference and 
learning suite. The building is currently partly used by 
the Council for their cleansing and street sweeping 
vehicles/staff. The upper floors are in vacant and 
deteriorating condition although generally the structure 
is sound. The proposals follow a THI commisioned 
study which explored the reuse of the building. 
Townscape Heritage Initiative grant would be targetted 
at repairs to the stonework and roof and join with 
European, Scottish Enterprise and private finance to 
deliver the scheme under strategic and innovation 
targets.

.
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13 Public Realm Phase 2
New Wynd and other
Type of Grant: Public Realm Works Status: Proposed

The Townscape Heritage Initiative is part funding a 
number of public realm works in the Merchant City. In 
particular the Initiative is using locally sourced and 
reclaimed granite setts along with improved lighting on a 
number of currently poor quality wynds running north to 
south from Clydeside to Trongate.  It is hoped that this 
will improve connectivity between the Merchant City and 
development along the Clyde and Briggait. Grant has 
also been approved for the major public realm scheme 
on Hutcheson Street, Garth Street and Wilson Street. 
This is currently in very poor condition and as a key 
gateway into the Merchant City, its improvement will 
contribute significantly to the economic sustainability of 
local businesses.

.

14 96 Trongate

Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: Completed

The project involves the reinstatement of the original 
shopfront to the base of the Fraser Suites Hotel aka the 
Rochead Building. Whilst most of the block was 
completed during Phase 1 of the THI the arches at 96 
Trongate were blocked up pending future occupier. The 
applicant has used archival evidence to reinsert the 
original style shopfront that was previously the public 
entrance to the Glasgow Bank. Reinstatement was 
based on archival, photographic evidence, with 
Townscape Heritage Initiative grant funding used in the 
shopfront works.

.

15 Britannia Panopticon Music Hall
117 Trongate
Type of Grant: Building Repair + Architectural Detail Status: On site

The Britannia Panopticon Music Hall was one of the THI 
Phase 2 CRITICAL propjects. 'A' listed, owned by the 
Mitchell family who operate the amusement arcade on 
ground. They are working in partnership with the 
charitable trust established to raise funds + drive the 
interior refurbishment & re-use of the upper floors which 
will form basis of future application to HLF /Historic 
Scotland.  Previous high quality repair work has been 
undertaken at owners expense to roof with the current 
works funded in part by Historic Scotland and the 
Townscape Heritage Initiative to aid enhancement work 
to the main façade allowing blue paint to be removed, 
new ground floor entrance frontage, windows and 
carved details to be restored. Works will enhance the 
appearance of one of the Trongate's key and at risk 
buildings.  Discussions are underway with the owner 
and the charitable trust to deliver a long term future for 
this strategic element of the visitor and tourism product 
of the cultural quarter.

.
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16 Trongate 103
Trongate/ King Street/ Parnie Street
Type of Grant: Building Repair + Architectural Detail Status: Completed

One of the THI Phase 2 CRITICAL projects. Opened in 
August 2009 the project involved the rehousing of a 
dozen visual arts organisations in a single former 
warehouse in a range of studios, galleries, workshops 
and retail outlets. A new entrance way was ‘punched’ 
through from Trongate giving the complex a high street 
profile and identity and providing Glasgow with 
Scotland’s foremost reservoir of avante guarde, 
contemporary visual artists working in unique 
collaboration and outreach mode. Inside, the building 
has been completely remodelled and transformed by 
the creation of a full height interior atrium, new public 
art, lighting and fully accessible floorplates and forms a 
partner project to the Briggait scheme further south 
under the Council’s Housing the Visual Arts Strategy 
and Action Plan for the Merchant City. THI grant was 
primarily targetted at repairs to the historic fabric of the 
building including stone and window repairs and 
insertion of new shopfronts to ground.

.

17 Totspot
79 Trongate
Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: Completed

Project involved the removal of an unsympathetic 1970s 
shopfront to the base of a Victorian highly decorated 
Flemish/ Baronial style tenement and insertion of a new 
shopfront based on original archive drawings and 
photographs. The new shopfront complemented the 
adjoining frontage completed during phase 1 and 
enabled the extension of this established Trongate 
business.

.

18 South Block King Street
Parnie St/ King Street. Osborne Street
Type of Grant: Building Repair + Architectural Detail Status: Proposed

WASPS are proposing the redevelopment of a 5 storey 
Edwardian warehouse which is currently mainly vacant 
following its use as a decant space for arts 
organisations during works to Trongate 103. The project 
will capitalise on a recent fit out undertaken by Glasgow 
City Council plus further works to enable occupation by 
creative and cultural industries alongside art studio 
space for WASPS tenants. Townscape Heritage 
Initiative grants would be primarily for essential exterior 
fabric repairs.

.
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19 Osborne Street Bathhouse
Osborne Street
Type of Grant: Building Repair + Architectural Detail Status: Proposed

The Modern Institute are working alongside Bathhouse 
Properties Ltd. and avante guarde gallery - the Modern 
Institute - to completely remodel the former Osborne 
Street Bath and Wash House as art gallery and studio 
space. The unlisted building is currently derelict with 
extensive rot and other structural issues. The works will 
incorporate the development of a one and a half storey 
new build space behind the existing frontage to Osborne 
Street. Townscape Heritage Initiative grant will  be 
targetted at repairs to the frontage and roof, plus 
facilitating access to otherwise unuseable historic 
floorspace.

.

20 Tron Pawn
15 Saltmarket
Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: On site

The project involved the removal of existing 1950s style 
shopfront that was in extremely poor and dangerous 
condition and insertion of new shopfront to closely 
match the original late 19th Century one using original 
archival evidence. The works were part of the reuse of 
a long vacant and derlict shopunit on a prominent 
location at Glasgow Cross by Tron Pawn, a long 
established use on this street.

.

21 Saltmarket Spectrum
Saltmarket shop units
Type of Grant: Other Status: Completed

The project involved cosmetic repairs and 
improvements to 31 shopfronts on Saltmarket. The 
street is on an established tourist route linking the 
historic Glasgow Cross and Merchant City to Glasgow 
Green and the riverfront. The street was previously 
extremely run down with a large number of vacant 
premises having had no major work done since the 
1970's and having largely social rented tenemental 
stock above. The works included repainting of the 
exterior of the shops in a variety of lively colours and 
other repair works including servicing or where possible 
lifting of often siezed external security grilles and 
insertion of interior 'tube and link' style roller shutters. 
This work resulted in a much more vibrant appearance 
of the street and contributed to a dramatic lowering  of 
vacancy rates in the area with new businesses attracted 
in. Work was carried out outwith the Townscape 
Heritage programme of grants and using direct funding 
from Glasgow City Council.

.
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22 Do Architecture
139 Stockwell Street
Type of Grant: Reinstatement of Historic Shopfront Status: Completed

The project involved the removal of existing 1970s style 
shopfront that was in extremely poor and dangerous 
condition and insertion of new shopfront to closely 
match the original 19th Century one using original 
archival evidence. The works were part of the reuse of 
a long vacant and derelict shopunit on a prominent 
location close by the Clyde River as offices for a newly 
established, architects practice.

.
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
